
 

 

The VISAA Coed/Boys State Golf Championship will be held on May 11, 2026 (rain date May 14) 
at Williamsburg National Golf Club, 3700 Centerville Road, Williamsburg, VA 23188. The cost is 
$31 per player and does not include lunch.  
 
VISAA will invoice schools for golf fees and outdoor track and field fees in one invoice as soon as 
those entries are confirmed.  The invoice will have instructions for online payment and for 
mailing a check.  All payments must be received within 14 days of the school receiving their 
invoice by email.  (Please make sure your AD has donotreply@app.helcim.com whitelisted so 
the invoice does not go to spam.) 

Starting Time (120 players) May 11th  

●​ 8:30AM (8 minute intervals off hole #1 on the Yorktown Course) A tee sheet will be 
available once the field is set. 

●​ There will be a mandatory coaches meeting 40 minutes before the first player in each 
division tees off.  

●​ DIII individuals and teams tee off first starting at 8:30 am  
●​ DII individuals and teams tee off in the second wave starting at 10:06 am 
●​ DI individuals and teams tee off in the third wave starting at 12:06 pm 
●​ The range will be open at 7:30AM and will have one of the range tees reserved for the 

tournament. 
  
Tee Markers: 

●​ Boys - Blue tee markers  
●​ Girls - Gold tee markers  
●​ Format: 18-hole stroke play 

 
Some Rules of Play- more to follow: 

●​ Once the VSGA marks the course on Friday we will be sending an updated rules sheet 
along with pin placements for you to print off and share with your players.  We will not 
be providing either on the day of the event.    

●​ Play will be in accordance with USGA Rules, the VSGA Standard Local Rules, and any 
other local rules. Penalty for breach of a local rule is a general penalty, unless otherwise 
noted. 



 

 

Each team may have 2 coaches. The players selected to play as individuals may have 2 coaches. 
At the coaches meeting you must announce who is designated as coaches.  No caddies are 
allowed, but rolling carts are permitted. Only the player can read putts on the green.  Range 
finders will be allowed as long as they do not measure slope and/or wind. If a range finder has 
these functions, they must be disabled.   Acceptable cell phone use policy is found here. 

Each team will be provided with 1 golf cart. Additional carts will be available for rent on a first 
come, first served basis. 
 
There will be T-shirts available for purchase at the tournament. It is vital for you to send in your 
rosters as requested. The company producing the t-shirts will also have an online store for 
purchases other than at the tournament site.  
 
Practice rounds will be available after 1 PM on May 10th ($38 walking, $48 riding).  
Call the golf shop at (757)258-9642 to book a tee time. 
 
All entry tickets must be purchased through GoFan. Tickets must be purchased online prior to 
entry to the tournament. 

The Snack Bar will have food available for purchase.  Coaches, players, and spectators are 
responsible for their own food.
